Students receive a lesson of 30 minutes each week within a one-hour period.  The recommended fee is currently £14.00 per lesson but financial arrangements are made between the tutor and parents. When required, tutors will also give group tuition for students of similar ability; the individual fee will then be £7.50.
There are a limited number of instruments available from the Music Department to borrow free of charge for tuition. However, the costs of any repairs to such instruments or replacement due to damage or loss must be borne by the parents. It is the responsibility of the parents/carers to insure the instrument against loss or damage. It is expected that students receiving lessons will participate in school extra-curricular activities when they reach an appropriate standard. 

Lessons are arranged on a rota system so that, where possible, students will miss the same period not more than twice per half term.  It is important that students inform their class teachers a week in advance so that they can be excused for their music lesson.  They must copy up any notes etc and should check if any homework has been set during the class they miss.  It is important the students are aware of this information.
Timetables for music lessons will be posted on the Music Department Google Classroom. Students must refer to this each week. Log in details will be made available when pupils sign up to private tuition.
Except in cases of genuine illness, for which Form Staff receive a note, where students fail to attend for a music lesson that has been arranged, parents/carers will have to pay for that lesson.  In special circumstances students may negotiate a change of lesson with their teacher, provided they do so well in advance.  If a student is unable to attend a lesson at any time arranged due to a class test, GCSE assessment etc, it is the student’s responsibility to consult the timetable and arrange to exchange lesson times with another student. A Google Classroom Account has been set up to facilitate communication between tutor and student. 
Parents/carers pay tutors directly for one term’s lessons in advance (or as arranged with the tutor).  A bill will be sent home with each student on the first day of a term’s lessons and payment is expected within a fortnight.  Termination of lessons should be made, in writing, to Miss Flanagan one full term in advance, or fees will be payable in lieu of that.
