Overleaf you will find a proforma which you should use to tell us the subjects you might like to study if you are considering joining Hunterhouse Sixth Form. We would also like you to tell us your current order of preference for these subjects.

In thinking about this, it is useful to consider your academic strengths, along with any future career or study interests. You might also consider subjects which support and complement one another in terms of content and skills,  and check the information in the Sixth Form Prospectus. This is available to view on the College website.

Courses are offered subject to demand and timetabling requirements. Following this initial selection, courses for which there is sufficient demand will be grouped into 4 option blocks for timetabling purposes, based on the best fit of the initial preferences indicated. We will contact you in the summer term to come into school to meet with the Head of Sixth Form and at that meeting the option blocks are likely to be available. 

GCSE results are published on 24th August, and during that day those who wish to join the Sixth Form and their parents / carers will attend a guidance meeting in school to make their firm selection of Sixth Form courses. 

Please note the following points relating to the decisions to be made in August:

· students must refer to the general entrance criteria for Sixth Form, and the entrance criteria for individual subjects. Students not meeting the minimum entrance requirements for Sixth Form may discuss their options, with a designated member of the Senior Staff;

· students must study a minimum of 3 subjects;

· some students may wish to begin on 4 subjects, but only those who have 27 GCSE points or more may continue with 4 subjects after October; 

· Students will choose a maximum of one subject from each of the 4 option blocks to be made available.
